Start Procedures  for Leg 1 Pre-O  
 

¶ The Start area is at the event center. 
̢ 

¶ Leg 1 competitors are urged to proceed to start area 2 minutes before their start 
time. The official will check if Leg 1 member has a number bib, an e-punch, a mechanical 
punch, and an answer card.

¶ Leg 1 is a mass start, which is at 1:45 pm. Please CLEAR and CHECK the e-punch before 
starting. There is no START punching. Map will be distributed 1 minute before the mass start, 
but the map can only be allowed to read after the start time.

Changeover Procedures  
 

¶ After Leg 1 member reaches the finish, Leg 1 member will: 
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1. Punch the PAUSE unit.

2. Return the map and the answer card to the officials. The official will check the 

questions answered and cross out on a new answer card the questions that are 
answered. The competitor is responsible to confirm the cross-out process is correct.

3. The copy side of Leg 1 answer card will be returned to the competitor. The 
competitor will also receive a new answer card for Leg 2 and a Temp-O 
answer card.

4. Exchange the new answer card, e-punch, and mechanical punch to the Leg 2 
member. Leg 1 member may also exchange a watch to the Leg 2 member. 
Exchanging other items is not allowed.

5. Proceed to Temp-O pre-start area with the Temp-O answer card under official 
guidance.
